2. Asingle course may be used to satisfy a maximum of two awareness area requirements.

3. Asingle course cannot be used to satisfy two core area requirements, even if it is approved for more than one core area.

Completion of 6 hours of upper division courses that have a Global Awareness (G) or Cultural Diversity (C) designation, in addition to the courses used to meet
the University General Studies requirements, or

5. Completion of two sequential semesters of course work in a current computer language.
