Under the constitution and the laws of the State of Ari-
zona, jurisdiction over ASU has been vested in the Arizona
Board of Regents.

TheArizona Boad of Raegents has deied (My 26,
1979) a unit of axdit for the institutions under its jigdic-
tion.

“contact hour"—or 60 miates of indeendent stuglwork.

the instuctor ae not possite. Usually, consideation is for
complete withdawal. All applications for withdrawal
require thoough and @dide documenttion. Applicaion
for less than a complete witlsgral must be especialiwell
documented to justify the selaatindure of the medical/
compassiorna withdawal request.

A student mg request and be consigéerfor amedical
withdrawal when etraodinaty circumstancessud as a
seious illness or injuy, prevent the studentém contiruing
in classesThis policy covers both plysical-health and men-
tal-health dificulties.

A student mg request and be consiéerfor acompas-
sionae withdrawal when etraominaly peisonal easons,
not relaed to the studerst’ptysical or mental healthdf
example came of a sepusly ill child or spousgor a deth in
the studens immedi&e family), prevent the student ém
contiruing in dasses.

Ead collgge has a deas'epresenttive (medical/com-
passionte withdiawal designee) toaview medical/compas-

Stu-
dents viho believe they are victims of etaligion should
immedidely contact the dean of the cajiein which the
course is ofered

A. The a@grieved student mst frst undego the inbrmal
procedue of conérring with the instuctor, staing the
evidence if any, and easonsdr questioning thizthe
grade ecevved was not @ven in good faith. The instuc-
tor is obiged to eview the mdter, explain the gading
procedue usedand shw how the gade in question
was detamined If the instuctor is a gadude assistant
and this inteview does notesole the dificulty, the
student mg then @ to the &culty member inttaige of
the couse (egular faculty member or dactor of the
course sequence) with thegitem.

The tem directoly information
includes the dllowing student inbrmation: name local,
pemanent andSU e-mail adresseslocal telgghone mm-
ber, dae and place of kin, resideng staus,academic leel,
major field of stud, college of enoliment, paticipation in
officially recaynized actvities and spds, weight and height
of membes of dhletic teamsdaes of dtendancedegrees
and avards lecevved and the mostacent pevious educa-
tional ageng or institution #tended g the student.

Personally Identifi able Information. The tem personally
identifiable information includes all inbrmation not defined
as diectory information. This indudes,but is not limited to,
the name of a studeatpaent or otherdmily member(s)a
petsonal identifer sud as the studestASU ID number or
Social Secuty number a list of pesonal hiamacterstics, or
other inbrmation tha would male the studerd’identity
easiy tracedle and ag information, including directory
information, tha the student has indit=d not to be
released
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Access to Recor ds

An eligible student mpinspect andaview his or her wn
educdion recods. Somedrm of photo identifiation must
be displged bebre access to eduiian recods is alleved

Director informaion may be eleased to gione without
consent of the student unless the student has tedicgh-
erwise Students marequest thethis information not be
released Y completing adrm in the Ofice of the Reistrar.
A request to withhold this infmation excludes the student
from being listed in the anal directoy only if the request
is submitted to the @te of the Rgistrar bebre the end of
the thid week of the &ll semester

All other eduction recods tha contain pesonall identi-
fiable information may not be eleased without the wien
consent of the studem.parent of a dpendent student rga
challenge denial of sue access Yoproducing the most cur
rent coy of Intemal Reverue Form 1040. If thaform lists
the student in question as gpdadentthe paent is equired
to sign an dfdavit that affirms tha the student is his or her
dependentThe afidavit is retained g the Ofice of the Rg-
istrar. Upon eceipt of the dfdavit, the unversity may male
student ecods ailable to the pagnt for the est of tha
calendar gar as spec#éd under the Budey Amendment.
